It beganin 1970 and was
attended by one thousand five hundred people, each paying an admission price of £1.

Since the Glastonbury Festival has gone from strength to strength-in 2004 one hundred
and fifty thousands fans attended, paying £112 for tickets to the three-day event.
Tickets for the event sold out within three hours. Acts included experienced superstars
such as Paul McCartney, Oasis, James Brown, as well as new talents like Joss Stone,
Franz Ferdinand, and Black Eyed Peas.

Although many summer festivals are run on a profit-making basis,
Glastonbury is a charity event, donating millions for local and
international charities to draw attention to international poverty.
